Heightened, periodic cleaning protocols on all campuses and
classrooms, including hand sanitizer readily available and IVP
indoor biodefense systems installed. Our students and staff are
encouraged to wash or sanitize their hands frequently.

H Y G I E N E

We recommend parents/guardians screen their student(s) for
COVID-19 symptoms prior to entering the bus and remind
families to have students at the bus stop safely and on time.
Students are encouraged to sit with siblings, use hand sanitizer,
and can wear a mask if they choose.

B U S  T R A N S P O R T A T I O N
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What happens if a student
tests positive for COVID-19? 

5 days have passed since symptoms first appeared, or 5 days
since positive test if no symptoms occur;

In the event a student tests positive for COVID-19, the parent/guardian should report
the positive case to their school nurse. The child is required to stay home from
school until all the following conditions are met: 

Once all criteria are met, parents/guardians will have the option to send their
student back to school as long as the student wears a mask for the first 5 days of
their return to school facilities. If a parent does not wish for their student to wear a
mask, the student will quarantine at home for an additional 5 days (10 full days).
